Bloomington Christian School provides Extended Day Care for its students.  Opportunity is provided for supervised homework and free time.  Students who remain later than 20 minutes after school is dismissed must be placed in Extended Day Care at the East Campus.  Charges in the afternoon begin 30 minutes after school is dismissed.

ATHLETIC  DEPARTMENT:

BCS provides an interscholastic athletic program for 7th - 12th Grades.  BCS fields teams in Football, Volleyball, Boys & Girls Basketball, Soccer, Swimming, Baseball & Softball. Cheerleading is offered in Junior and Senior High school.  Elementary grades are offered cheerleading for grades 2-6. In addition 4th-6th graders may try out for Saturday morning soccer, softball and basketball.

DRESS CODE:

Bloomington Christian School bases its dress code on two criteria: Biblical standards of modesty (I Timothy 2:9 & Romans 12:1) and for the student’s personal safety.  Dress code differs in elementary, Junior high and High school. Please refer to dress code information in the student handbook for details on appropriate attire for your child/children.  

EMERGENCY  INFORMATION:

It is absolutely necessary that we have current emergency information in your child’s file.  It is the parents/guardians responsibility to notify the office of any changes.
RELEASE OF STUDENTS:

Students will only be released to persons authorized to take students from the school campus as listed on the registration form.  Elementary students are only released to persons who have an identification card.  If an emergency arises, please contact the school office with the necessary details of the person taking your child from the campus.  When taking your child during the school day, the parent or authorized person will need to come to the office first and sign the child out.  Students will not be released from the classroom during the day without an Early Dismissal Pass from the office.  Students will not be released the last 30 minutes of the school day.
PARENT - TEACHER CONTACTS:

Parents are encouraged to use the school’s web site to contact a teacher by E-mail , write a note to the teacher or call the school office to arrange a conference as soon as a need arises.  Parents may not interrupt a class during school hours, but they may go through the school office to contact a student or teacher.  Parent observation in the classroom is welcomed but must be cleared through the office.

VOLUNTEERS/VISITORS:
BCS has closed campuses. Parents are welcome to visit or volunteer in the classroom but must check in the office before going to the classroom or other locations on campus.  You will need to sign in and you will be issued a Volunteer or Visitor badge to be worn while on campus.
SCHOOL  INSURANCE:

Bloomington Christian School carries student accident insurance.  This policy covers any accident that occurs during school hours on the school grounds, while a student is going to and from school or while a student is engaged in any school activity.  The student’s personal health insurance is the primary insurance and the school insurance is the secondary insurance.  All accidents must be reported to the school office within 24 hours to ensure that the necessary paperwork is completed.  The parent is responsible for a $50.00 deductible per incident as per the school insurance policy.
HIGH  SCHOOL CREDITS:
