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Welcome to Bloomington Christian School! Our purpose at BCS is to educate in the light of God’s Word and to help students grow spiritually, mentally and physically. This requires much planning, organization, work and commitment on the part of the student. Acceptance and fulfilling responsibility will result in establishing self-reliance and appreciation of others. These attitudes will promote true school spirit. With these objectives in mind, the following guidelines apply to all BCS students:

1.   Students are to be regular in attendance and punctual. Achievement and attendance in the classroom are closely related.

2.   Under no circumstances are students to leave the campus without first checking through the school office. 

3.   Students will show respect for the authority of the teachers, administrators, and other adults (this includes no talking back).

4.   Students are expected to use appropriate language. 

5.   Students should treat the school property with respect and take pride in the appearance of the school campus.  

There are specific actions that are prohibited by Bloomington Christian School.  Participation in any of these actions may cause you to lose your privilege to attend Bloomington Christian School.  Some of the actions are:

1.  The possession, use, transfers or sale of tobacco, alcohol or cereal malt beverage, steroids, and restricted substance (drugs-defined by state           status) is prohibited. Possessing drug paraphernalia and weapons are also prohibited. Any student violating this guideline will be referred         to the school superintendent or school board. The student may be expelled. 

2.   Fighting is not permitted. Anyone involved in a fight may be suspended. 

3.  Eating in the classrooms or the hallways is not allowed. Eating and chewing gum result in a $20 fine or a Saturday workday detention.                Continuous violation of this rule will result in a Saturday workday, extra community service, or suspension. 

4. BCS does not discriminate against ethnic origin, color or age in enrollment and hiring policy. Students will be disciplined if they                            discriminate in their actions or words. 

5.  Students may not be involved in harassment of other students or staff members. It is harassment when a student asks you to stop a certain          action, behavior, attitude or words and you continue with this behavior. 

Although the above actions are specifically prohibited on the school campus and at school sponsored activities, it should be understood that as students of Bloomington Christian School you are a representative of our school and that your behavior at all times should not violate the guidelines of the school.

General Rules:

1.   Before and after school students enter and leave the campus building through the doors from the locker hallway. The front door entrance is reserved  for parents and visitors. Students may use the front door if they arrive late or when accompanied by their parents. 

2.   All students have ten minutes after school to leave campus, meet for drama, sports practices or extended care. Students are not to wait for their rides on the elementary campus, church, or outside the campus fence on Bloomington Ave.  Students who do NOT comply WILL be suspended. 

3.   No books, clothing or bags may be left in the hallways. A $1.00 fine will be charged for all items found in the hallway. 

4.   Between 7:25 AM and 2:15 PM all parents, visitors and students must report to the office before going into the hallways or classrooms.  

I have read the above guidelines for attending Bloomington Christian School and it is my personal desire to abide by these guidelines.  It will be my responsibility to read and follow the guidelines in the Bloomington Christian School Handbook.

ABSENCES

After a total of fifteen (15) absences in a semester a certified letter will be sent to the parents.  A fee of $10.00 will be added to the parent’s school account for each certified letter sent out.  After a total of twenty (20) absences in a semester, the student will be dropped from the class without credit, as stipulated in State of California State Code. All new homework missed, as result of an absence must be made up in the time stipulated by the teacher.  Any previously assigned work due on the day of return must be taken care of on the day of return.  It is the responsibility of the student to contact the teacher involved to determine assignments missed by the absence.  If a student has a prolonged illness or is hospitalized, a doctor’s note must be given to the principal on the day of the return to get an exception to the 20 day absences.
ANTI-CHRISTIAN CONDUCTtc "ANTI-CHRISTIAN CONDUCT"
Although students enrolled at BCS are not required to be Christian, they are expected to meet certain standards of conduct appropriate for a Christian school. BCS has been blessed with a rich heritage, firmly rooted in the Word of God and treasured by our school board, staff and students. As part of this Christian culture, students are required to show respect for Christian beliefs and practices, in order to maintain attendance at BCS. Students may not actively promote ideas or be involved in activities that are deemed by the administration to be anti-Christian in nature. These include (but not restricted to): the occult, homosexuality, anti-Americanism, illegal drugs, alcohol, pornography, sexual promiscuity, racism, lack of respect for authority, and anti-Christian remarks. Students engaged in such behavior will be disciplined up to and including expulsion. Prospective students involved in such activities should not apply for admission to BCS, as their acceptance would be incompatible with the goals, objectives, and purpose of the school. 

ASSEMBLIES

Students will demonstrate courteous behavior in school assemblies. Students should give their full attention and show appreciation only through clapping hands. 

ATTENDANCE POLICY

Bloomington Christian School requires daily attendance in accordance to the policy of the State of California State Code #46010.  Parents' support is essential in the matter of attendance and is a legal responsibility to their student.  We believe that there is a direct correlation between school attendance and good academic achievement.  Classroom discussion, teacher lectures and in-class activities are vital to the learning process and cannot adequately be made up by the student.  See the absence policy above for additional information.
BOOKS

Textbooks, the Bible, back packs, binders, notebooks and lockers must be free of drawings and writings. Students who fail to adhere to this policy will be required to replace the offending item. 

BUS PRIVILEGES

The bus driver is held responsible for the orderly conduct of the pupils transported.  Disorderly conduct or refusal to submit to the authority of the driver will result in the student being referred to the Administration for disciplinary action.  Repeated offenses will result in permanent suspension from the bus program.  Girls and boys are required to be in separate seats on the bus.
CAR PRIVILEGES

If a student's car/vehicle is parked on the school campus it must be registered in the school office.  The registration form lists the parking lot regulations and requires both student and parent's signature.  Registration will also include verification of driver's license and insurance.

Parking Lot Regulations
1.  Students may not sit or loiter in the parking lot.  This is also applicable before and after school. Students may not go to their cars during school hours. This area is off limits to all students.

2.  Students are responsible for the contents in their cars.  

3.  Parking lot speed is limited to 5 mph.

4.  Students may not loan their cars to anyone.

5.  Students are required to drive with caution on campus.

6.  Students are required to keep the volume from stereos to a level so that it is not heard outside the vehicle.  

7.  BCS is not responsible for any acts of vandalism, theft and fire that may result in the loss of a car or its contents. 

     This is applicable at all times.

Violations
If any student is caught violating the parking lot regulations, a fine may be imposed.  Further violations may result in loss of parking privileges.

Cell Phones
Cell phones may be used outside of the school buildings at any time.  Any cell phone used inside will be confiscated with a $20.00 penalty.  No cell phones are to be seen in the classrooms; if kept in a backpack or purse they are to be turned off.  No pictures are to be taken on campus without permission and no recording of classes is allowed.  The final decision about a cell phone will be made by the principal. Phones can not be used as calculators.  If a phone is taken from a student for violation of the cell phone policy, BCS is not responsible for anything that happens to the phone.  
CHAPEL

Chapel is scheduled every week.  There are chapels daily during revival week.  All students are required to attend chapel.  The student body comes to worship and learn; an atmosphere conducive to these activities is needed. It is each student's responsibility to behave in such a way as to help create an environment for worship.  A second principle is respect for fellow students of Bloomington Christian School and each student's right to a meaningful chapel experience.  Even students who may not be of the Christian faith are expected to demonstrate respect for chapel as part of attending BCS. The following are some of the overall expectations for the students attending chapel.  The list is by no means complete.

1.  Each person is expected to participate fully in the chapel experience by refraining from speaking in chapel time; standing when the congregation      is asked to stand; demonstrate respect for those leading the chapel and refraining from catcalls, whistles and jeers.

2.  Each person is expected to listen attentively to the presentation.  The reading of newspapers, magazines or books is inappropriate. No homework      is done in chapel.  Listening devices such as ipods are not allowed during chapel and will be confiscated.
3.  Food and beverages are not allowed in the chapel.

4.  Couples are to focus on chapel and not each other during chapel time.

Failure to cooperate with the above guidelines will result in the following consequences:

1.  The students’ Bible grades will be affected.
2.  The student may be given a detention or/and an assigned seat for chapel, as the next step.

3.  If a student fails to respond to these consequences, the student will be referred to the administration.  This may result in a conference with the  

     Administrator, student and parents.

CHEATING

Any student caught cheating in any form may receive a ‘zero’ for the assignment. Students may be given more than one-day detention for cheating. A student who continues to cheat may be dropped from the class. 

CHILD ABUSE REPORTING

In accordance with state law and school policy, school staff is obligated under penalty of fine and jail term to report the reasonable suspicion of physical abuse, sexual abuse or child neglect.  In this very serious and legally narrow area, the school will not contact parents in advance of making a report to authorities, which would be the procedure followed in most other legal matters. The clear intent of the law, based on the seriousness of the crimes listed above is to mandate a report of reasonable suspicion of abuse be made.  School staff will make such reports in the best interest of the affected child and do not, once reasonable suspicion is established, have any legal alternative except to make the report to the proper authorities for their investigation and review.

CHRISTIAN RESPECT AND LIFESTYLE

Proper respect and reverence is expected in the classroom, sanctuary, and lunchroom and on campus.  The use of blasphemous language or vulgarity cannot and will not be tolerated.  Although the school does not supervise or control the out of school lives of the students, it is important for all students to live lives that are consistent and holy.  The Christian lifestyle is assumed when you enroll.  Indulgence in illegal, immoral or dishonest activities reflects a lack of Christian commitment and may be considered as reason for disciplinary action.  Regular observances of worship are encouraged.  

CLASSROOM RULES:

1.  Follow instructions the first time they are given. 

2.  Talk only when given permission. 

3.  Stay in assigned seat and keep hands, feet, and other objects to your self. 

4.  Bring all assignments and required materials to class on time.

CLASS WITHDRAWALS

Sometimes a student may enroll in a class for which he/she is inadequately prepared which could result in the student failing the class.  It is reasonable to expect that the teacher and/or student will recognize this no later than the end of the second week of the semester and must take the necessary action to change courses.  Withdrawing later may lead to an 'F' grade.  Class changes require a form to be completed and signed by the student, parents, teachers involved and the administrator.  The transfer is only effective when approved by the principal.   Forms for withdrawal are available in the school office.

CLOSED CAMPUS

Bloomington Christian School is a closed campus.  Parents must sign out students if they are leaving campus.  Students are not allowed to leave campus for lunch, and this includes Friday.  Special privileges are scheduled for ‘AA’.’A’. and seniors for off-campus lunch.

CLUBS

The purpose of any group is to provide students of like interest the opportunity to organize and promote experiences that will advance these special interests and to glorify God. To organize a group, the special interest group must find a faculty advisor and obtain permission from the Administrator. 

COMPLAINT OR CONCERN

If a student or parent has a concern about a policy or an employee, the following procedure should be followed in order to resolve the problem as quickly as possible:

1.  Contact the person who you have a complaint about to discuss both sides of the problems. 

2.  If the problem still exists contact the principal. 

3.  If still unresolved, contact the administrator.

4.  Finally, if unresolved, have the administrator place the complaint on the following month’s School Board agenda for further discussion.

CONCERN FOR SCHOOL PROPERTY

Marring, defacing or damaging lockers, desks, tables and/or other school property make a student liable for disciplinary action, and his/her parents liable for all damage caused.  Trash can fire result in the Fire Department being notified.  The administration reserves the right to search lockers and/or student's cars at any time. Graffiti on school property may result in suspension or expulsion. This includes all restrooms on the campus.
COUNSELING DEPARTMENT

The Administrative Staff serves as resource persons for students, parents and teachers.  Their primary goal is to assist people to secure maximum adjustment to school, self and society. The school maintains a selection of Christian and secular college catalogues and career information in the library. The junior year is the time to start planning, making choices, sending for catalogues and obtaining other decision-making material. If a students desires counseling for personal concerns, not academic counseling, appointments may be made with the Administrative or Pastoral staff through the school office.  Counseling appointments are not valid excuses for missing tests, homework or other obligations.  A 4-year academic planner is given to each in coming student.  The planner is to be kept up to date.  A replacement is $5.00
DATING COUPLES

Dating couples should ensure that their behavior and actions on the school campus and at school functions would not be cause of embarrassment to the school.  Dating couples should refrain from hugging, kissing and 'hanging on each other' on the school campus and at school functions.  This kind of behavior is disruptive to the educational process of both the couple and other students.  Dating couples who fail to comply with this policy will meet with the administration and their parents.

DETENTIONS

Detentions will be served on the following afternoon begin 10 minutes after school is dismissed. There will be absolute silence and no moving around.  If the student causes any problems in the afternoon detention, he/she will be given a more severe consequence.  The students may be required to help with clean up during the last ten minutes of detention.   
DISCIPLINE

Discipline is always an attempt to help students to correct a problem.  Repeated various offenses indicate that a student has not learned to correct his/her behavior and more serious discipline is necessary.  The discipline will be referred to the administration.  Such offenses as blatant disobedience, defacing property, use of profanity, dress and grooming code violations, frequent detentions, smoking, possession or use of drugs and/or alcoholic beverages and being disrespectful of adults (teachers, staff & parents) would be examples of the kind of offenses that would be referred to the administration. The above list is only intended to be an example and not an exhaustive list of offenses.  All serious offenses will be recorded and dealt with.

Procedure 

When discipline is referred to the administration, the administration will assess the situation and utilize one or a combination of the following consequences for inappropriate behavior:

-   Verbal warning

-   Call Parents

-   Detention/s

-   Parent/Teacher’s Conference

-   Saturday Work 

-   Suspension (On campus and/or at home)

-   Expulsion 

-   Other forms of discipline appropriate for unique situations

-   Saturday School

-   Saturday detentions

DISMISSAL FROM CLASS

A student may be removed from the class for the following reasons: 

1.  His/her behavior disrupts the learning of others 

2.  His/her activity endangers himself/herself or others 

3.  His/her attitude affects the teacher’s ability to teach.

4.  His/her behavior is openly rebellious and disrespectful to the teacher.

DRESS AND GROOMING CODE for Senior High   2010-2011
Bloomington Christian School bases its dress code on two criteria: Biblical standards of modesty (I Timothy2:9 & Romans 12:1) and a desire to provide guidelines for the student’s personal safety.
Standards for all students:
1. Jeans or dress pants may be worn.  Sweat pants and athletic wear pants are not to be worn. (See athletic team wear)

2. Shirts, blouses and outerwear may have the name of the designer or logo. No pictures or excessive wording is allowed.

3. Shoes are to be worn at all times. Thongs, sandals, slippers and shoes without heel straps are not permitted.
4. Student’s hair must be neat, clean and well groomed. Hair styles with extreme cuts or unnatural multicolored dye are not permitted.

5. Unkempt, unclean, ragged, faded or frayed clothing is not permitted. No excessively baggy or tight fitting pants are to be worn.

6. Caps or beanies are not permitted on campus.  BCS caps may be worn outside only.
7. Sunglasses may be worn outdoors only.
8. Blankets are not permitted in halls or class.
9. Sweatshirts and jackets may have a print design, logo, or designer’s name.  They must have a good fit—not too loose or not too tight.
Standards for young women:
1. The slit in a dress, skirt, or short must be no higher than 2 inches above the knee.

2. No tight skirts or dresses are permitted.
3. Tube tops, tank tops, and off the shoulders tops may not be worn.
4. Blouses with or without collars are allowed, but no see through or cleavage showing
5. If makeup is used, it should be modest, natural looking and in good taste.
6. No excessive jewelry may be worn.  Piercing is restricted to ears only.
7. No piercing of tongue, lips, eye brows or nose.
8. ON Friday, girls may wear jeans or slacks with BCS polo. (NO Capri’s or dresses or blouses)
Standards for young men:
1. Boys are not to wear earrings.   A “covered” earring is not acceptable.
2. No piercing-this includes the tongue, lips, eye brow, nose, etc.
3. Students are to be clean-shaved daily; only mustaches are allowed.
4. Tee-shirts of any color but white may be worn.  White Tee shirts with a logo or design are allowed.
5. Both shorts and pants are to be belted or fastened at the waist, not below the waist.
6. Tee shirts are only worn Monday-Thursday.
7. ON Friday, boys may wear jeans or dress pants with BCS polo. (NO shirts or ties)
PE Uniform:

1. The PE uniform must have the student’s name on the shirt and pants.

2. Tennis shoes and socks are required in PE class at all times.

3. Black sweatshirts and sweatpants may be worn.

4. Black or BCS windbreaker material is also allowed in class.

5. PE uniforms may not be worn to other classes.

Athletic team dress codes

1. Teams will be allowed to wear their player jerseys only. If on Friday, they must be worn over appropriate Friday wear. No sweat pants, athletic apparel or warm ups will be allowed Monday-Friday. 

2. If coach requires shirt, tie and dress pants, it will be allowed to be worn by the entire team.

3. Teams may wear their team polo from their spirit pack any day.
DRESS CODE ENFORCEMENT

   Students who are not in proper dress for the school day will not be allowed to attend classes. Students will change into appropriate clothing before attending classes. The administration reserves the right to make the final decision in regard to questionable dress and appearance.  Repeated violations of dress code will be dealt with accordingly.
Parental review and support before a student leaves for school is an important aspect of meeting dress and grooming code.
DRESS AND GROOMING CODE for JUNIOR HIGH    2010-2011
Bloomington Christian School bases its dress code on two criteria: Biblical standards of modesty (I Timothy 2:9 & Romans 12:1) and a desire to provide guidelines for the student's personal safety.

Standards for all Students:

1.    Polo shirts with no writing or pictures are to be worn. They should be an appropriate size (no spandex), dress

shirts or official BCS T-shirts and spirit wear may be worn if the student chooses to purchase them.

2.    Jeans or dress pants may be worn.  Sweat pants and athletic-wear pants are not to be worn.
3.    Shoes are to be worn at all times.  Thongs, sandals, slippers, and shoes without heel straps are not permitted.

4.    Students’ hair should be neat, clean and well groomed. Hair styles with extreme cuts or unnatural multicolored          dye are not permitted.

5.    Proper fitting jeans and dress pants are to be worn with the polo shirts or spirit wear.

6.    Unkempt, unclean, ragged, faded or frayed clothing is not permitted.

7.    No excessively baggy pants or tight fitting pants are permitted.     

8.   Caps or head-coverings are not permitted on campus.  BCS caps may be worn outside only.

9.    Sunglasses may not be worn indoors.

10.  Jackets should have no writing or pictures-- solid colors only with a maximum of 3 colors per jacket.
Standards for Young Women:

1.  Dresses and skirts must be no shorter than two inches below mid-thigh.  No tight skirts or dresses are permitted.

2.  Modest shorts may be worn and should be not shorter than 2 inches above the knee.  All slits must also be no 

    higher than 2 inches above the knee.

3.  Tube tops and off the shoulders tops may not be worn.  Tops that reveal the midriff or cleavage is not allowed.

4.  If makeup is used, it should be modest, natural looking and in good taste.

5.  No excessive jewelry may be worn.  Piercing should be restricted to ears only.

6.  On Friday, girls may wear a dress or a skirt and blouse.  Girls may choose to wear black or khaki colored pants
     with official BCS polo shirts.    No blue jeans are to be worn on Friday.
Standards for Young Men:
1.  Boys are not to wear earrings.  Students will not be allowed to wear a “covered” earring.

2.  Only mustaches are allowed; students must be clean-shaved daily.  
3.  Shorts may be worn.  They are not to be excessively baggy.

4.  Both shorts and pants are to be belted or fastened at the waist, not below the waist.

5.  On Friday, boys may wear dress pants with dress shirt and tie.  Boys may choose to wear black or khaki colored        pants (no jeans or sweats) with official BCS polo wear.  
PE Uniform:

1.  The PE uniform must have the student’s name on the inside of the shirt and pants.

2.  Tennis shoes and socks are required in class at all times. 

3.  Black sweatshirts and sweatpants may be worn.

4.  Black or BCS windbreaker material is also allowed in class. 

5.  PE uniforms may not be worn to other classes.

DRESS CODE ENFORCEMENT

Students who are not in proper dress for the school day will not to be allowed to attend classes.   Students will change into appropriate clothing before admittance to classes.   The administration reserves the right to make the final decision in regard to questionable dress and appearance.  Students may receive a detention for dress code violations.   Repeated violations of dress code in a school year may result in suspensions or expulsion. 

Parental review and support before a student leaves for school is an important aspect of meeting dress and grooming code.

Parents and students can access their grades and school information through www.edline.net.  An activation code is available from the East Campus Office. 
ELECTRONIC SIGNALING DEVICES 
Cellular phones are allowed on campus.  It is the responsibility of the student to ensure that these devices do not disturb classes. The phone must be off during school hours.  Cellular phones may be used at morning breaks, lunchtime, or after school outside the school building.  At all other times, permission must be obtained to use the device.  If the privilege of the phone is abused, it will be taken to the office, but may be retrieved at the end of the day after paying a monetary fine.  BCS is not responsible for loss or damage to an electronic signaling device.  

ELIGIBILITY FOR EXTRA CURRICULAR ACTIVITIES

Eligibility for Bloomington Christian School students to participate in interscholastic sports, student council, speech, mock trial or drama requires a 2.0 or above GPA and have no more than one (1) 'F'.  A student who does not meet the eligibility requirements will not be allowed to participate (this includes practice) in any extracurricular activity for the entire quarter that follows.  If a student meets the eligibility requirements the next quarter, he/she will be allowed to participate in extra curricular activities.  All incoming 9th graders are eligible using the first quarter as a probationary quarter.   Students who begin full time in The Educational Center will be eligible for the first quarter.
   Students are required to attend four academic classes to participate in an extra-curricular activity that afternoon or evening.  The administration reserves the right to make exception to the above when necessary.  

EMERGENCY AND FIRE DRILLS

Fire drills, as required by law, will be held at regular intervals. Such practice is important and should be approached seriously. 
JUNIOR & SENIOR HIGH EXTENDED CARE:

The Junior/Senior High Campus opens at 6:00 AM.  All students, who remain after 2:15 PM (Monday through Thursday) and 1:15 PM (Friday), must be placed in Extended Care.  Students are not allowed to sign into Extended Care after leaving campus and returning.  This is considered truancy and will be dealt with accordingly. Excessive behavior problems in Extended Care could result in the student losing Extended Care privileges. The cost for Extended Care is $2.50 per hour for the first child and $2.25 per hour for each additional child. Charges start 15 minutes after the end of school. 

EXTERNAL TESTING

SAT (ACSI) Testing
The Stanford Achievement Test through ACSI is given to all students 1st-11th grade in the spring of each school year.  The teacher administers it in the classroom.  Results of the SAT will be mailed in June.  12th  graders who do not choose to take the college SAT or ACT test will also take the Stanford Achievement Test.

PSAT Testing

This preparatory test is given to tenth grade students in October and the results are mailed to the parents with their report cards at the end of the second quarter. 
SAT or ACT TESTING
These are national aptitude tests, which are required by many four-year colleges for entrance.  Registration forms and information are available from the school office.  These tests are administered on various Saturdays during the year at various designated schools.  It is recommended that these tests be taken in the spring of the junior year and in the fall of the senior year. Tests may be taken more than once. SAT Preparation Courses are available.  These courses are recommended for students who need to raise their college entrance qualifications.  Information can be found on the Internet at www.collegeboard.com and www.act.org.   The school code number is #050437
FAN BEHAVIOR

Students and parents are reminded that they represent BCS as a fan at athletic events.  All fans will be required to pursue the Victory With Honor program with its six core ethical values: trustworthiness, respect, responsibility, fairness, caring and good citizenship. Full details of the program are available from the Athletic Department. Students need to meet dress code and we urge all fans to set a Christian example for all around. 
FINANCES


All tuition accounts may be deposited in the drop box by the fiancé office.  Any cash for tuition must be paid in the finance office.  All other monies received shall be receipted in the office.  The administrator must approve all fund raising events.   Students are not to sell or fund raise for another group or organization on the campus.
GANG AFFILIATION

Because of the influx of gang members into our community it is necessary to make a policy statement regarding students becoming affiliated with any gang.  Students will not be allowed to be a member of or affiliated with any gang. Note that any clothing that is associated with a gang will be banned from the school campus and school events.  This policy has been made to ensure the safety of our students.  Students who become associated with a gang will be dismissed from school because gang activity is contrary to the Christian principles required of Bloomington Christian School students.

Any percentage that falls between the whole numbers will be averaged up from .5% and down below .5%.

An ‘I’ (Incomplete) is valued as an F in the GPA. If the incomplete changes to a grade other than the ‘F’, the GPA will reflect the same in the next grading period. The incomplete must be made up within a one-week period.  It is the student’s responsibility to check with the teacher on what work needs to be made up.

GRADUATION REQUIREMENTS;
A senior will not receive his/her diploma until he/she has completed all requirements and accumulated the total credits necessary.  All financial and disciplinary obligations to the school must be met as well. Bloomington Christian School requires 240 total minimum credits to graduate four year students.  For those attending our school for one to two years, a minimum of 220 credits is required.  All courses required by the State of California Board of Education must be completed with a passing grade.

HARASSMENT 

Hate Crimes and Harassment shall not be tolerated under any circumstance. BCS believes that all people are to be treated with dignity and respect. We shall respond to hate crimes and harassment in a manner that effectively deters future incidents.  Harassment is unwelcome oral, written or physical conduct. Hate crimes are criminal acts or threats of acts in which the victims are targeted based on race, color, sex, religion, disability, etc.  If a student is a victim he or she should complete the reporting form available in the office. Staff members are required to make the report if they believe that a student is a victim of this type of behavior. The school will notify the police department when there is a reason to believe that an act of violence has been or is about to be committed against a student or there is otherwise reason to believe that a life has been or will be threatened.

The regular student load is at least 70 credits per year in the freshmen and sophomore years.  When the need arises, a student may take additional courses.  A student is expected to be at Bloomington Christian School for a full day unless participating in technical or college program in his/her junior or senior year.  For a student to be in one of these programs the student must obtain permission from the administration and must have a accumulative 3.0 GPA at the time of application and maintain a 3.0 GPA in their high school courses to remain in the program.

HOMEWORK POLICY

Homework is considered to be a necessary part of the student’s education and an opportunity for daily contact

between home and school.  Every student in 7-12 grades will have a minimum 60-90 minutes of homework per evening.  Students taking honors classes will probably have to put in more than the usual minutes allotted for homework. Homework will be assigned weekly in each class on Friday for the following week..  Each teacher is the judge of acceptable quality of homework and will outline his/her standards in writing in the first week of class.  If a student had an excused absence, it is the responsibility of the student to contact the teacher and arrange submission of homework.  The policy for excused absences can be found under the Attendance policy.  The administration and staff believe firmly in the importance of homework and will take the necessary steps to assist parents and students in the implementation of the homework policy.  If a family is having difficulty with homework, they are strongly encouraged to contact the teachers.  Homework is meant to be a positive experience for all and we want to do everything possible to make it so.  The parent's willingness to communicate with the student and the school is essential in this endeavor.  The teachers will be checking homework on a regular basis.  .
HONOR ROLL

Honor Roll list will be issued the first semester.  Students qualify with a GPA of 3.0 or above in their core classes. No grade may be lower than a C.
ILLNESSES & FIRST AID AT SCHOOL

If a student should become ill or be in need of first aid at school, he/she is brought to the school office.  If it is serious, paramedics will be called as well as the parents.  If not serious enough for paramedics, parents will be called following an assessment of the problem.  If parents cannot be reached, the emergency contact person (listed on registration form) will be called. 

Medication

The school office administers medication when the following guidelines have been followed:

1.  Parents have completed a medication release form.

2.  Prescription medicine must be in the original container with a label indicating child's name and dosage. 

3.  Non-prescription medicine such as aspirin or other pain relievers cannot be administered without a doctor’s   

     written permission.
4.  Medication will be dispensed in the school office.  Each time medicine is dispensed it will be recorded in the   

     office.

5.  Medication should be brought to the school office and an adult should complete the release form.

6.  Students who must have medication at school for emergency needs (bee sting, allergies, asthma, etc.) must follow      the same guidelines stated above.

7.  No student is at anytime to give or sell another student medication.

Immunizations

Students entering 7th grade are required by the state of California to have their shot record updated.  Please see the registrar for a complete list of the requirements.

 LIBRARY (Hours are 7:15am-3:00pm)
The Harold Strauss Learning Center is available to all BCS students. The Internet as well as reference books is available for research work. Students are required to show their parent’s signature located in the front of the planner to use the Internet. Students will not be permitted to open or use any e-mail. Web sites must be school related. Students are required to sign-in and out each time they use the Internet. It is the student’s responsibility to read all rules posted in the library or the sign-in book for the use of the Internet.   Books are checked out to students for a two-week period and may be renewed for two more weeks. A fine of 10 cents per school day the book is overdue will be charged. A student may not check out another book if there is an outstanding fine or failure to return a book. The replacement fee for a lost book will be the cost to purchase a new book plus $5.00. 

LIES

It is important that the students learn that truth is essential at BCS. The administrator may assign additional discipline, if it is found that the student had been untruthful. 

LUNCH AND SNACK

Food, candy, and drinks are not for consumption during a regular class period or in the passing period between classes in the hallways. Consumption of food, candy and drinks should be confined to the snack and lunch breaks in the designated eating areas. Students who eat in class or the hallways may have a $20 fine and a Saturday workday.  Hot lunch can be purchased from school. Only parents may check their own child out for lunch.

PARENT-TEACHER CONFERENCES

The majority of conferences are scheduled for 2:15 PM when all the teachers are available. Parents may request a conference by calling the school office. Teachers are also available through E-mail and Edline.
PERSONAL PROPERTY

Faculty and staff members are not responsible for the student's personal property.  It is the students’ responsibility to look after their own personal property.  Lockers are provided for each student in the school.  All students rent the locks for their lockers.  If a lock is lost, the fee is $10.00.  The lockers must be secured with a lock at all times. 

PHYSICAL EDUCATION

All students in the Junior High school are required to participate in the physical education program at BCS. High school students are required to complete four semesters of physical education.  Participation in sports does give PE credit.  When a doctor requires adapted physical education, the instructor and doctor will work together to coordinate a physical education program for the student. The doctor will provide the length of time that the student is required to be on adapted physical education.

PLANNERS AND LEAVING CLASS

Students must have their planner signed by a staff member to leave any class to go to the school office or any other area on campus.  A teacher can only excuse a student from his/her own class.  Any time a student is out of class or away from their appropriate station he/she must be able to produce his/her planner. If a student must leave campus, he/she must sign out at the office.  The office manager or office assistant must initial the signature. The student can only be excused if a parent has been notified, or has notified the school office prior to dismissal time.  Only parents may check their own child out for lunch. This policy does not apply to off campus lunch privileges of seniors and single/double ‘A’ students.  Upon returning to the campus, the student must sign in and be given a readmit slip by the secretary or office assistant prior to going back to the class.

POLICE QUESTIONING APPREHENSION

School authorities are sometimes asked to cooperate with Officers of Law Enforcement Agencies, Social Services, Child Protection Services, and others in their pursuit of alleged crimes, child abuse, child welfare cases and other investigative procedures that sometimes involve children in school. When an incident has been reported to the police their investigation will supersede any disciplinary action that has been planned by BCS. 

PRANKS

Pranks are disruptive in a school and may have the following negative effects:

1.  Be disruptive to the teaching on the classroom

2.  Be disrespectful to the teacher or supervisor 

3.  Be destructive to the facilities or equipment 

4.  Cause unnecessary work for the maintenance staff
Students found guilty of these pranks will be disciplined and may be suspended or expelled.

PROBATION

A student may be placed on academic and/or conduct probation.  This is to inform the parents and students that there is a serious problem that needs to be resolved, if the student is to remain in Bloomington Christian School, as well as for the best interest of the student's education.  We believe that the school and the parents are a team in education of the students.  In the light of this, it is our intention during the probationary period to work with the parents and students to encourage necessary improvement.  The school has policies to help the student.  Personal effort and cooperation are a very important part of this process.

New students:
All students admitted to Bloomington Christian School will be on one quarter’s probation.  If there is a problem, the student will meet with the administrator or designee four weeks after admission when the student's grades, behavior and attitude will be evaluated according to the principles and standards of Bloomington Christian School. Should these be unacceptable, a parent/student/administrator conference will be held in order to outline the circumstances of the problem.  Unless there is an acceptable change, the student will be asked to leave the school at the end of the quarter.

Disciplinary Probation:
A student may be placed on disciplinary probation at any time it is deemed necessary because the student is consistently below Bloomington Christian School standards of attitude, dress and behavior.  A Parental Conference will be required to outline the circumstances of the probation.

PROMOTION/RETENTION POLICY

Junior High: A student will be retained only when there is evidence that the student repeating the class or the grade will benefit from retention. Promotion may depend upon the student successfully completing summer school.
 High school:  The number of credits earned will determine the grade the student is in.
RELEASE OF STUDENTS

Students will only be released to persons authorized to take students from the school campus as listed on the registration form during school hours. If an emergency arises, please contact the school office with the necessary details of the person you have authorized to take your child off the school campus.  During the school day parents need to come to the school office if they wish to take their child out of class. Only parents are allowed to take their children off campus for lunch. No Student will be dismissed during the last 30 minutes of the school day.
REPORT CARDS

The marking evaluation is based on one quarter of completed work.  Report cards will be sent home following each quarter.  The combination of 2-quarter grades makes a semester grade.

Final Examinations
Comprehensive final examinations are given at the end of each quarter in the context of the classroom setting.  Students are advised to keep daily notes in order to prepare for final examinations at the end of the quarter.

REQUESTS FOR TRANSCRIPTS

Requests for official and unofficial transcripts will be filled within 48 hours of receiving the request.  Seniors may receive up to 5 free transcripts. All other students must pay a $5.00 fee either at the time of the request or when the transcripts are picked up.

SCHOOL HOURS

Although there may be juniors and seniors who have their required classes and credits for graduation, BCS students are required to be in school for the full day. 

SCHOOL INSURANCE

Our school carries student accident insurance.  This policy covers any accident during school hours on the school grounds or while the student is going to and from school, or engaged in any school activity.  The student's personal health insurance is the primary insurance and the school insurance is the secondary insurance.  There is a $50 deductible per accident.  All accidents must be reported to the school within 24 hours, to ensure that the necessary paper work is completed.

SEXUAL HARRASSMENT 

BCS board policy prohibits sexual harassment from occurring among its employees and/or students and will make every effort to prevent it from happening by advising its employee of its prohibition in handbooks and conversation. All sexual harassment allegations will be taken seriously.  Sexual harassment means unwelcome sexual advances, request for sexual favors, and other verbal, visual, or physical conduct of a sexual nature. Follow same procedure as 
harassment. 

STEALING
Students who take what does not belong to them without permission are stealing.  This includes copying from other student’s work.  Stealing is a serious offence at BCS; a student who steals will be put on probation.

SUSPENSION

Instances of severe disciplinary violations will result in suspension from class.  Examples of these are harassment of other students, or any other chronic disciplinary problems. Repeated suspensions will result in a review of the student’s attendance at BCS.

 TARDY
A tardy is defined as not being seated for class or at the appropriate station when the class begins. When students arrive more than 5 minutes in Jr. High and 3 minutes in high school after the class has started, it will be considered truancy. The first 10 minutes of the first period will be considered tardy.  Students arriving later than ten (10) minutes to school must have a pass in their planner. All tardies are unexcused except for the following reasons: 

First Period: Tardies will be excused with a signed note from a parent or guardian received on the day of the tardy.

Other Classes: A note or signed planners from a teacher or administration.

Senior Lunch:  Students are tardy 5 minutes after 6th period class begins.

Consequences:
First Period: After three unexcused tardies to a class an afternoon detention will be assigned.

Other Classes:  After three tardies, the teacher will assign an afternoon detention. 

THREATS OF VIOLENCE

Students who make a threat of violence to a staff member will be placed on immediate suspension and the School Board will consider expulsion. BCS considers all other threats of violence as serious. 

TRUANCY
Truancy is defined as being absent from school all or part of the day without parent or school permission.  Truancy is considered a serious matter and will result in up to 3 days of suspension.  Because Bloomington Christian School is a closed campus, students are to remain on campus from the time they arrive until the end of the school day, unless they obtain an early dismissal slip from the school office and sign the sign-out sheet in the school office before leaving.  Any student leaving the campus without following this procedure will be considered truant.  Students, who have exceeded the time stipulated for being to a class, will be considered truant from that class even if that student does not leave the campus.  To help Bloomington Christian School administration determine absence or truancy, permission should be given from both the school and parents before an absence occurs.  The administration reserves the right to make the final decision as to whether an absence is truancy or an excused absence based on school standards.

UNWANTED

Nuisance items (water pistols, bean shooter, lighters, matches, fireworks, CD’s, ipods, radios, stereos,  skateboards, water balloons, shaving cream, roller skates, fiber tipped pens (markers), whipped cream, etc.) may not be brought to school.  If any of the above items are required for a project, the teacher in charge must approve the items and a permission slip must be on the person with the piece of equipment.  Items not approved will be confiscated. Any material that advocates anarchy, Satanism, violence, or evil will be confiscated. 
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
